Projekt: Sloboda i odgovornost: rjeSenja mladih za probleme danasnjice

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SaZetak: Konferencija ,Sloboda i odgovornost: rjeSenja mladih za probleme danasnjice” odrzana je u
Zagrebu od 16. do 22. studenoga 2015. godine. Rije¢ je o medunarodnoj interdisciplinarnoj konferenciji
koju je financirala Agencija za mobilnost i programe EU u sklopu projekta Erasmus+. Pokrovitelji
konferencije bili su Grad Zagreb, Turisticka zajednica Grada Zagreba i Pogon — Zagrebacki centar za
nezavisnu kulturu i mlade. U projektu su sudjelovali studenti iz Belgije, Spanjolske, Austrije, Poljske,
Francuske, a planiranje, organizaciju i provedbu ovog projekta vodili su iskljuCivo studenti razlicitih
fakulteta — sastavnica SveuciliSta u Zagrebu. Provedba projekta obuhvatila je: okrugle stolove,
predavanja, stru¢ne radionice, simulaciju parlamentarne debate, kao i kulturne dogadaje, od kojih
isti¢emo glazbeno-dramski nastup “Price iz Vukovara” u izvedbi kantautora i glazbenika Cede Antoli¢a
i glumca i redatelja Renea Medveseka te jednodnevnu izlozbu mladog umjetnika Matka Antolcica.

Konferencija se sastojala od dva dijela — interaktivnih jutranjih radionica i popodnevnih okruglih
stolova. Primarna svrha radionica bila je upoznavanje mladih sa sustavom donosSenja odluka na
lokalnoj, nacionalnoj i europskoj razini te vracanje povjerenja mladih u funkcioniranje demokratskih
institucija i politicko odlucivanje. U jutarnjim terminima radionice su provodili stru¢njaci i predstavnici
civilnog drustva, a neke od tema bile su: kako se mladi mogu ukljuciti u strukturirani dijalog u Republici
Hrvatskoj i u proces donosenja odluka na razini Europske unije, simulacija zasjedanja plenarne sjednice
Europskog parlamenta i glasovanja o amandamnima i prijedlozima akata Europske unije te
upoznavanje s drustvenim poduzetniStvom i uklju¢ivanjem mladih na trziSte rada. Rezultat tih
radionica jest ,Deklaracija o rjeSenjima za politike mladih” nastala na suradnji i razmjeni iskustava
sudionika konferencije te stoga iznosi stajalista mladih o njihovom poloZaju u Hrvatskoj s obzirom na
aktualne politicke, gospodarske, kulturne, zdravstvene i druge drustvene okolnosti te predlaze
smjernice za razvoj, ostvarenje i unapredenje prava mladih i njihovog cjelokupnog poloZaja u drustvu.

Okrugli stolovi odrzani su u Auli SveuciliSta u Zagrebu, Matici hrvatskoj i Hrvatskom drustvu likovnih
umjetnika na sljedeée teme: “Sloboda, odgoj i demokracija: pretpostavke ostvarivanja dijaloga u
pluralistickom drustvu”, “Medijske slobode — izazovi novog doba”, “Umjetnost ée nas osloboditi?”,
“Eutanazija — dostojanstvena smrt (?)”, a kao sudionici svoj doprinos su, u meduostalom, dali: dr. sc.
Neven Simac, prof. dr. sc. Vedrana Spaji¢-Vrkas, istraZivacka novinarka Natasa Skari¢i¢ i bivsi saborski
zastupnik Branko Vuksi¢, slikar i profesor Tomislav Buntak, prof. dr. sc. NadeZda Cac¢inovi¢, prof. dr.
Davor Milici¢ i prof. dr. sc. Hrvoje Jurié. Sudionici su progovarali o temi slobode u razli¢itim sferama —

odgoj, mediji, kultura i medicina.

Konferencija, kao projekt koji je prvenstveno namijenjen mladima, zainteresirao je i Siru druStvenu
populaciju, sto potvrduje velika posjecenost okruglih stolova. Mladima je bila dana mogucnost da
prodube svoje znanje, susretnu se s donositeljima odluka, predstavnicima akademske zajednice i
poduzetnicima te da sudjeluju u raspravama i postavljaju pitanja o temama o kojima nemaju
svakodnevno prilike.



Summary: Conference “Freedom and responsibility: Youth solutions to today's problems” was held in
Zagreb from 16™ to 22" November 2015. It was an international and interdisciplinary conference
financed by the Agency for mobility and EU programmes within the project Erasmus+, supported by
The town of Zagreb, Zagreb Tourist Board and Pogon — Zagreb Centre for Independent Culture and
Youth. Students from Belgium, Spain, Austria, Poland and France took part in the project and planning,
organization and implementation of the project was taken exclusively by students from different
faculties from the University of Zagreb. The implementation included round tables, lectures,
workshops, simulation of the parliamentary debate and also cultural events, from which we stress the
opening musical event and recital of “Stories form Vukovar” performed by songwriter and musician
Cedo Antoli¢ and an actor and director Rene Medvesek, and one day exhibition by young artist Matko
Antolcicé.

The Conference was made of two parts — interactive morning workshops and round tables in the
afternoon. The primary goal of workshops was to introduce young people with a decision-making
system on local, national and European level and to regain young people's trust in proper functioning
of democratic institution and political decision-making. Morning sessions were held by professionals
and the representatives of civil society and some of the main topics were: how can young people get
involved in the structured dialogue in Croatia and in the process of decision-making at EU level, the
simulation of plenary session of the European parliament and voting and amendment proposal, also
social entrepreneurship and youth's access to labour market. The result of those workshops was , The
Declaration on Youth Policy Solutions” drafted in cooperation and exchanging experience of the
participants of the Conference and states viewpoints of young people about their position in Croatia,
taking into account actual political, economic, cultural, health and other social circumstances and
suggest guidelines for development, realization and advancement of young people's rights and their
overall position in the society.

Round tables were held in the Aula of the University of Zagreb, Matica hrvatska and Croatian
Association of Artists , under following topics: “Freedom, education and democracy:preconditions of
achieving dialogue in pluralistic society”, “Media freedom — challenges of new age”, “Art makes us
free?” and “Euthanasia — dignified death(?)” and some of the participants who contributed were:
Neven Simac, PhD, Vedrana Spaji¢-Vrkas, PhD, investigating journalist Natasa Skarici¢ and ex member
of the Croatian Parliament Branko Vuks$ié, a painter and a professor Tomislav Buntak, NadeZda
Cacinovi¢, PhD, Davor Mili¢i¢, PhD and Hrvoje Juri¢, PhD. The participants spoke about freedom from
different perspectives — education, media, culture and medicine.

The Conference, as the project which was primarily intended to young people, was also very interesting
to wider population, which confirms a large number of its visitors. Young had an opportunity to deepen
their knowledge, meet the decision-makers, the representatives of the academic society and
entrepreneurs, as well as to take part in discussions and ask questions about subjects they do not talk
about on daily basis.
